  Goud advances to state 
championship meet  

 By SUE MELLO
   In challenging conditions, Wis-

casset Middle High School Se-
nior Brandon Goud triumphed, fi n-
ishing seventh among all Class C 
runners at the Southern Region-
al Championship race in Twin 
Brooks on Saturday, Oct. 30. 

 With steady rain and tempera-
tures in the 40s, Class C runners 
faced trails littered with slippery 
leaves and puddles. While spec-
tators huddled under umbrellas, 
runners braved the conditions in 
singlets and shorts. Despite the 
conditions, Goud lodged one of his 

fastest times of the season, cross-
ing the fi nish line at 18:06. 

 “It was terrible, with all the kids 
in front of you kicking mud up into 
your face and stepping in the pud-
dles. I felt like I was slow,” a re-
covering Goud said after the race. 

 The top 30 runners and top 
teams from the Southern Regional 
race advance to the State Champi-
onship race in Belfast on Nov. 5. 

 Goud, who also played soccer 
this season for Wiscasset, will 
be the lone Wolverine to run in 
the state championship race this 
year.      

 Newspapers collect several awards
  Boothbay Register fi rst, Wiscasset Newspaper second 

in Digital General Excellence

   The Boothbay Register and Wis-
casset Newspaper collected several 
awards at the Maine Press Associa-
tion’s 2016 Better Newspaper Con-
test held Saturday, Oct. 29 at the 
Double Tree by Hilton in South Port-
land. Both newspapers were compet-
ing in the Weekly 1 division, which 
are weeklies with a circulation of 
4,000 or less. 

 The Boothbay Register took top 
honors over all weeklies in the state 
in General Excellence-Digital (web-
site) and third place in the Weekly 
1 division for General Excellence-
Print. The Wiscasset Newspaper took 
second place in the state in Gener-
al Excellence-Digital. It is the third 
straight year that the Register has 
won a prize for its website, taking 
second place last year and fi rst place 
(combined with Wiscasset Newspa-
per) in 2014. 

 The following individual awards 
were received by the staff of both 
newspapers: 

 First place, Sue Mello, for News/
Sports Headline, "Sex, texts and jiu 
jitsu," a story on a court case. 

 First place, Mike Scarborough, 
Best Supplement Cover, "Summer-

 Third place, Suzi Thayer, Local 
Columnist,"Another Friday night in 
Edgecomb" 

 The person who judged the week-
ly websites for General Excellence-
Digital category wrote in part: “I 
think the Boothbay Register has the 
cleanest look of the lot, which is why 
I’ve selected it as my top choice — 
however, I could easily swap it with 
Wiscasset. A small and local publica-
tion is going to do best when it fore-
grounds information that others don’t 
provide, which is why I think the Po-
lice/Fire notifi cations bar and the lo-
cal Obits bar at the top of the web is a 
really thoughtful way to build around 
the central news bar.” 

 The judge who picked “Sum-
mertime 2015” as the overall win-
ner wrote: “Fantastic quality! A true 
magazine that will stay in the readers’ 
hands.” And the judge who picked 
the cover of Summertime 2015 as the 
winning entry wrote: “Beautiful, eye-
catching photo coupled with clean 
font choices make for a great cover.” 

 The judge’s comments regard-
ing Thayer’s winning Business/Eco-
nomics story were: “Suzi Thayer gets 
to the ‘bedrock’ of the community 
with this business story of a mason-
artisan-artist. Thayer goes beyond a 
standard business story and fi nds the 
human story behind the business.” 

 Regarding Mello’s winning head-

line, the judge wrote: “Tell me you 
wouldn’t read that story.” 

 Writers and editors of the Regis-
ter’s and Wiscasset Newspaper’s sis-
ter online newspaper, Penobscot Bay 
Pilot (penbaypilot.com) took home 
several fi rst, second and special sec-
tion awards, in the Weekly 2 category 
(weekly newspapers with a circulation 
of more than 4,000, and digital-only 
news sites).

 Wiscasset crew repairs gravestones

   Memorial stones were meant to 
stand the test of time; Wiscasset’s 
town crew takes pride in ensuring 
they will. 

 Over the past few years Steve 
Christiansen, Matt Huber, Stephen 
Schweigard and Arthur Richard, the 
workers responsible for the care and 
maintenance of the town’s cemeter-
ies, have been gradually righting 
and repairing toppled gravestones. 
Public Works Director Doug Fowl-
er has given his full support to the 
effort. 

 Breakage of a memorial stone is 
often the result of mother nature and 
father time taking their toll, Chris-
tiansen said. 

 Many 18th and 19th century 
gravestones were set in place and 
anchored with iron pins, whose el-
ements have eroded away over the 
decades. This causes them to lean 
to one side or another as the stone 
settles. They sometimes topple over, 
crack and even break into pieces. 

 As Christiansen explained, put-
ting the pieces back together isn’t 
an easy task. The pieces have to be 
carefully cleaned, and dry-fi tted to-
gether. 

 “A lot of times we’re working on a 
stone that’s been repaired before.  If 
that’s the case, we have to remove 
all of the previous epoxy or cement. 
After that we can apply a new layer 
of adhesive,” he added. 

 The crew uses the same two-step 
epoxy the city of Bath uses to repair 
its gravestones and monuments. Re-
pairing a stone takes a day or two, 
sometimes longer depending on the 
degree of damage. Smaller piec-
es are epoxied together fi rst. After 
they’ve hardened, they’re fi tted to 

 State and local ballot questions, 
polling places 

 The ballot question reads: “Shall 
the Town vote to continue to allow 
the members of the Wiscasset Fire 
Department the use of the Wiscasset 
Fire Department to clean their per-
sonal vehicles?” 

 A yes vote supports allowing the 
practice. A no opposes it. 

 Maine has six referendum ques-
tions to decide. 

 Question 1 reads, “Do you want to 
allow the possession and use of mari-
juana under state law by persons who 
are at least 21 years of age, and allow 
the cultivation, manufacture, distri-
bution, testing, and sale of marijua-
na and marijuana products subject 
to state regulation, taxation and lo-
cal ordinance?” Marijuana is already 
legal in Maine for medical purposes, 
and this proposal would not affect the 
current medicinal marijuana market. 
A yes vote would mean that the voter 
wishes to legalize marijuana for rec-
reational uses for adults, and allow 
adults to grow and sell the herb. A 
yes vote would allow the state to reg-
ulate how and where marijuana could 
be sold, and to collect the sales tax. 
A no vote would prevent legalization 
for recreational use, but would not af-
fect the medicinal marijuana market, 
which is already legal in Maine.  

 Question 2 reads, “Do you want 
to add a 3% tax on individual Maine 
taxable income above $200,000 to 
create a state fund that would provide 
direct support for student learning 
in kindergarten through 12th grade 
public education?” A yes vote would 
mean the voter wishes to enact a new 
bracket on incomes above $200,000 
to be used to supplement education 
funding. A no vote would mean that 
the voter does not wish to enact this 
tax for education. 

 Question 3 reads, “Do you want 
to require background checks pri-
or to the sale or transfer of fi rearms 
between individuals not licensed as 
fi rearms dealers, with failure to do so 
punishable by law, and with some ex-
ceptions for family members, hunt-

the larger sections. 
 Gravestones that have fallen over 

or broken in half sometimes have 
to be supported with a permanent 
cement backing. Doing so fi rst re-
quires making a temporary form. 

 “The repair depends on the age 
of the stone and what it’s made of. 
Some of the stones here in the An-
cient Cemetery are marble, others 
are slate or granite,” Christiansen 
said. 

 Most of the repairs can be made in 
the cemetery. One stone broken into 
eight pieces was removed from the 
Ancient Cemetery to the town ga-
rage and repaired there. 

 Christiansen recognized the 
gravestone from a picture he re-

membered from Fanny S. Chase’s 
“Wiscasset in Pownalborough ,”  a 
book covering the early history of 
the town written in 1940. 

 The marble stone marked the 
grave of Manasseh Smith, a graduate 
of Harvard University who served as 
a chaplain in the Continental Army 
during the American Revolution. He 
later practiced law in Wiscasset. 

 A smiling sun is carved at the top 
of Smith’s gravestone symbolizing 
the soul rising to Heaven and the 
Latin inscription,  Oriturus occidit 
—  “He sinks destined to rise.” 

 Smith died in 1823. He’s per-
haps best remembered for having 
built the fi rst brick home in Wiscas-

 Action on MDOT agreement 
put off until Nov. 15

   Wiscasset selectmen heard argu-
ments for and against Maine Depart-
ment of Transportation’s downtown 
improvement project. 

 The estimated $5 million project 
includes eliminating all Main Street 
parking between Middle and Wa-
ter streets and the installation of two 
traffi c signals. It was the only agenda 
item for the meeting moved from the 
town offi ce to the community center. 

 Over a hundred area residents at-
tended. Many were there to ad-
dress concerns with MDOT’s con-
sent agreement and were surprised 
to learn selectmen were instead be-
ing asked to sign off on a “letter of 
intent.” 

 The one-page letter from William 
A. Pulver, director of MDOT’s Bu-
reau of Project Development, was 
dated Oct. 31. Chairman Judy Col-
by said it would be taken up at the 
board’s Nov. 15 meeting. 

 Town attorney Shana Mueller of 
the Portland law fi rm of Bernstein 
Shur said the letter reviews the his-
tory of the project and explains what 
the process would be going forward. 

 It also gives Wiscasset the op-
tion of adding additional work to 
the scope of the project; the added 
work would be done at the town’s ex-
pense. Mueller said any project ex-
penses borne by the town would need 
to be approved by voters. She added 
it would be another eight months or 
longer before MDOT would have its 
downtown design completed. 

 “At that time we’ll know more as 
far as what the town’s maintenance 
obligation will be,” she said. Select-
men hope to negotiate the best deal 
they can with state offi cials, Mueller 
said. 

 Peggy McGehee, an attorney from 
the Portland law fi rm of Perkins 
Thompson, said she was surprised to 
learn of the letter of intent. McGehee 
told selectmen she was there in place 
of attorney Robert Hark, who is rep-
resenting the Doering family Wawe-

nok LLC, owners of property at 63-
85 Main Street. 

 McGehee added she’d received 
MDOT’s letter after arriving at the 
meeting. The letter was a “horse of 
a different color,” she said. “MDOT 
still won’t maintain the parking lots 
or traffi c lights,” she commented. 

 Mueller said selectmen would con-
centrate on reducing the maintenance 
costs through negotiations with the 
state. 

 “Wouldn’t it be reasonable to 
know what the costs are now?” Se-
lectman Ben Rines Jr. asked. “I feel a 
little bit hoodwinked.” 

 Mueller responded, until the de-
sign phase is completed, “We won’t 
know where we stand.” 

 Others like Sean Rafter of Brad-
ford Road wondered how could Wis-
casset could go along with the project 
not knowing what the maintenance 
cost will be. 

 “We’re asking you (selectmen) not 
to sign anything yet until we have 
MDOT sit down with our advisory 
committee,” Sever Leslie comment-
ed. “What I believe we really need to 
do is to start this whole process over. 
We also need to know why the state 
chose not to use federal monies in the
